Classes/Groups available
Pups, Crocs, and Gators* 

Water confidence skills and beginning strokes for beginning swimmers.   Pups (up to age 6) are taught in the warm, shallow pool at Estabrook School, and Crocs (6-11) and Gators (10-16) in the shallow end of Ypsilanti HS pool.  Two 45 min classes/week.  10 weeks $120
Junior Otters*
Swimming in the shallow end of Ypsilanti HS pool, Junior Otters continue to work on front crawl, breathing and diving, and learn the other three competitive strokes. Choose two or three 60 minute classes per week, 11 weeks. $120 or $150

Intermediate Program 

Swimming in the lanes at Ypsilanti High School, intermediate swimmers will be split into two level groups (blue* and yellow*) to work on all four main strokes, as well as starts and turns. Most swimmers in this program compete in our tri-county SMSL meets, although this is not mandatory.  This league works much like WISC with a season of dual meets followed by all-team championships.  Up to five 60 minute practices are available per week.  12 weeks. $180.

Advanced Program  

Three level groups (bronze*, silver*, and gold*) incorporate more dry-land work, increased yardage, and race strategy to prepare swimmers to compete in both SMSL and USA meets.  Dependent on their group placement*, swimmers train for 90-150 minutes up to five times per week.  12 weeks $195-240 (depending on level).  

* Group placement (Pups/uniors/Gators, Crocs and Blue/Yellow/Bronze/Silver/Gold) will be determined based on current swimming ability and training needs.  All swimmers must attend one of the two registration sessions for evaluation and group placement
